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1.1.1. Story
As a Field Technician
I want to be able to see a uniform filtered view of the characteristics for my assets, locations and work orders including both the spatial and non-spatial attributes. 
So that I can easily identify the information related to the object without having to navigate through multiple different screens
1.1.2. Scenarios/Requirements
· The solution should be built around a combined view of data from Spatial and Maximo Business Objects. 
· The solution should display a single view of an asset, location or work orders details across the forms-based and map-based interfaces. 
· The solution should allow the filtering and ordering of relevant attributes for views. System attributes and other low priority items should not clog up the screens. 
1.1.3. Additional Information
· Not all features in the GIS are linked to Objects in Maximo so there would need to be different behaviours for linked and unlinked features/objects. 
· To make asset data available to the identify tool on Maximo Spatial it is replicated between both systems. This functionality would reduce a significant burden in keeping the systems and their data aligned. 
· Data related to Work Order/Work Order assets can be stored in spatial solution as well as in Maximo. There is a function required which would allow to present a combined list of attributes to the user, sourced from Spatial and Maximo data. Particularly relevant to information presented on the map (i.e.: if selected asset on the map is a Maximo asset, the view should present combined list of such attributes).
